Letter from Colonist Pond (Watertown, New England) to his father William Pond in Suffolk,  England  March 15 1630

To my loving father William Pond … My humble duty [be] remembered to you … I know loving father, and do confess that I was an undutiful child unto you when I lived with you … for which I am in much sorrow…I will never offend you so anymore and I trust in God who will forgive me.

[The reason for my writing unto you to let you understand what a country this New England is, where we live. …..And the county I very rocky and hilly … spring cattle thrive well her, but they give small sots of milk. The best cattle for our profit is wkine
